What kind of students are you looking for?
Ghidotti is looking for students who hope to go to college, are at grade level, and enjoy a small
learning community (Ghidotti is capped at 160 students).

We especially encourage students to apply who would benefit most from free college in an
academically supportive environment (such as students in low income families and students whose
parents did not graduate from college).

What classes do ninth graders take at Ghidotti?
Ninth grade classes at Ghidotti include Algebra 1 or higher, Biology, World History, and English 1.
Most freshmen also take a health or p.e. class through Sierra College.

| heard that students have to take Algebra 1 in 8th grade. Is that true?
No. Starting in the 2017-18 school year, Ghidotti will offer Algebra 1 for 9th graders.

When are applications due?
Applications are due February 2, 2017.

What if my test scores or grades aren’t great?

No one item in the application would exclude you from being accepted. Ghidotti is trying to gather as
much information about you as possible so decisions are not based on just one factor. Therefore, you
will not be disqualified based solely on test scores or grades.

How many freshmen will you accept next year?
Ghidotti has room for 45 ninth graders.

Can Ghidotti students still play sports at Nevada Union next year?
Yes! Ghidotti students will be able to participate in N.U. sports next year.

What if there are more applicants than spaces available?

The Application Review Committee, made up of Ghidotti staff, will review applications with the intent
to include as many students as possible. If there are more qualified applicants than spaces available,
selection will be made through a lottery.
